(Acts 4:1-22)
	
Part of the Bible reading for June 7, 2009 records the words of Peter before the 
High Priest and the rulers of the Jewish nation. They ask Peter and John in verse 
7, “By what power or what name did you do this?” referring to the healing of the 
crippled beggar. Peter replied in verse 10, “It is by the name of Jesus Christ of 
Nazareth whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead.”
	
The Name of Jesus. Have you ever thought of a name having power and authority, 
authority to heal, bless, encourage, or give hope? The name of Jesus should send 
chills down our spines, brighten our eyes, and put a spring in our steps. An old 
hymn says it this way:  “There is something about that name.”  Or the one that 
says, “Jesus is the sweetest name I know.”

	
Peter knew that Judaism was about laws and statutes to be 
obeyed but Christianity was about a person. Not a religion but a 

relationship. It is personal because Jesus cares for us and loves and 
wants to have a relationship. 

	
One of the things that I am being reminded of as we read through the 

Bible in 2009 is that the New Testament is about a person, a person 
who has feelings, emotions and wants us to love Him back. 

I know that when people use a name of someone they know and it is 
the same as my wife’s or children’s, all kinds of thoughts, emotions and 

memories jump to attention in my mind because I have a relationship 
with them. I hope and pray that when the name of Jesus is heard you 

have the same feeling.
