There are times when teachers, Mark Mueller and Chad 
Powers, wonder if they are going to have enough time to get to the lesson. The 
prayer time and the catch up on the weekly activities on occasions have taken up 
45 minutes of the hour that they meet. 

Mark Mueller a teacher of the Roots class wrote the following about the class, 
“The Roots ABF takes very serious that as Christians we are to love God and 
love people. From one week to the next the seats in the Roots class room will be 
filled with members who have just returned from a time away from class because 
of a commitment they have made to serve. We have members that teach in the 
children's program, work at the information desk, work with the teens and serve 
in the Arms Wide Open ministry. We are a guilt free gathering of believers who 
care deeply for one another and do not hesitate to rally around our members who 
are in need.” 

As one can see Roots is known for their ability to reach out to the newest 
members at CCM. They open up their lives and form new friendships with those 
who either are visiting or just joined CCM.
