Build the Walls

One of the houses built using the walls built by CCM last April was
dedicated in Wilmington, Ohio, on January 16. The house was completed
by the Clinton Country Habitat for Humanity. The house is now home to a
single mom, Gina, and her three children.

As in all such projects completed by Habitat, the people receiving the
house are very much involved in working on the house. Gina said that
she and her children were there every step of the way . ... from working
on the foundation, to putting up the walls, to helping finish the interior
of the house.

In expressing her appreciation to CCM and to Habitat for Humanity, Gina
said that it was wonderful for her children to have a back yard in which
to play. Before they only had a parking lot and she had to clear debris off
an area each day in order to make a safe place for them. She also noted
that the health of her children has increased dramatically now that they
have a home free of mold.

Thank you, CCM, for making a difference in their lives! (The walls for
one of the other houses went to Richmond, IN and that home will be
dedicated soon. The other three went to the Indianapolis area.)
