from Tom Moll
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Hundreds of books, articles, and movies have attempted to tell us how to be 
happy—the elusive state of really enjoying life. Well Jesus had a lot to say about 
that very subject in his famous Sermon on the Mount. In the midst of all your 
summer activities why not read and meditate on His list of steps to happiness. 
We find them in Matthew chapters 5, 6, and 7. He begins with several 
statements that seem controversial or at least difficult to understand. Such as 
happy are the poor, happy are those who mourn, happy are the hungry, and 
more.

To get our attention and to challenge our preconceived ideas, Jesus throws 
so many things at us in this sermon that are contrary to our normal way of 
thinking but have incredible results when practiced. Let’s just take one insight 
Matthew 5:6, Jesus says, “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst after 
righteousness, for they will be filled.”  Wow! We hunger and thirst after so 
many things in life, but are still unhappy or hungry. What does he mean?

Notice what we are to be hungry for . . . “To do the right things.” Not the 
convenient or popular or controversial, but to do what is right.

When our church family (nearly 600 of them) built walls for five houses in 
less than four hours, we were all exhausted but thrilled about what we had 
accomplished. Why? Because we knew we were part of something that was 
good, right, and bigger than ourselves. It was the right thing to do.

Let’s make summer 2011 a truly happy summer by always deciding to do and 
doing what is right.
