Update From Mosaic Christian Church

Mosaic Christian Church, one of the new church plants supported by CCM,
launched in the fall of 2008 under the leadership of Carl and Lindsay
Kuhl. Mosaic has baptized over 20 people, sent 1 full-time missionary to
Bolivia, and is currently averaging 150 people each Sunday. Mosaic just
completed its first capital campaign and is transitioning in 2011 from
the movie theatre where it launched to a warehouse that will be its first
permanent home. The goal of the campaign was to raise $150,000.00
and they received over $187,000 in commitments!

Carl and Lindsay and their children Reagan and Quint will be at CCM in
July and will be presenting the work of MCC during VBS.
