Cornerstone

Question: What do a registered pharmacist and a P&G mechanical engineer 
have in common? Answer: They both are gifted teachers and leaders in the 
Cornerstone ABF class. Jeff Hill, the pharmacist, and Dan Taylor a senior engineer 
help members of the Cornerstone ABF understand and apply God's will and truth 
to their lives. Cornerstone meets at 11 am in room C-4 every Sunday.  

Cornerstone's sphere of influence reaches far beyond the walls of their classroom 
and the day of Sunday. The class regularly gets involved in projects outside of 
their own class. Just this year, they assisted Mason schools in their breakfast 
program for needy students. They partnered with a small church in Williamstown, 
KY to provide hygiene kits for students in a low-income school district.  
Additionally, they purchased about 800 books for the same school’s summer 
reading program. In their most ambitious project yet, this summer they completed 
a major repair and remodel of the Abuse and Rape Crisis Center in Lebanon. 
Earlier this year, money was sent to support a child in Cambodia in rehabilitation 
from a human trafficking situation. Members are often called on to provide food 
and to serve meals to families that use CCM for funerals. 

Several members when asked how they would describe Cornerstone said, “varied personalities, 
dynamic, changing, fun, and kinda fun.”  Maybe the “fun and kinda fun” comments were related 
to the barn square dance they have each year with the Logos class, and perhaps it depended 
on who their partner was! This diverse class comes from all walks of life. The class includes 
teachers, computer code writers (geeks), two pilots, and some members who are struggling with 
unemployment. Rumor has it there are even some members that are retired. Don't tell the rest of 
the class, they still think they’re too young for that.  

Cornerstone is looking for new members (we use the term loosely since all you have to do is walk 
in and you will be part of the fellowship). Cornerstone during the month of Oct will be doing a 
study from the book of James entitled “When Life is Hard” by James McDonald.

"'At that time the disciples came to Jesus and asked, "Who is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven?' He 
called a little child and had him stand among them. And he said: 'I tell you the truth, unless you change and 
become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven. Therefore, whoever humbles himself 
like this child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.'" 
Matthew 18:1-4

Fall brings change in our schedules like school starting, 
football season and the beautiful changing of the leaves. 
My favorite time of the year as mild weather comes. Even 
with a sweater or jacket we can be comfortable. The yellow 
and orange colors of the trees tell of God's craftmanship 
and creative power.

Matthew 18:1-4 tells how some pretty arogant followers 
of Christ were given a lesson on the need to change. 
When Jesus was challenged by the question, "Who is the 
greatest in the kingdom of heaven?" he shocked them with 
his answer. He said to them as he brought a child in front of 

them, "Unless you change and become like little children 
you will never enter the kingdom of heaven." 

Notice there needs to be change. All of us are called to 
humble ourselves and depend totally on Jesus or we will not 
qualify. 

Change can sometimes be difficult, but if we humble 
ourselves and let God's way and will happen, we will be 
blessed. Be ready to grow and become more like Christ by 
humbly following Him with a child-like faith.

Bring your pruning items, hedge trimmers, 
clippers, rakes, and shovels. We will be 
cleaning up all flower beds, cutting grasses, 

and pruning bushes as needed.

Our goal is to 'winterize' the yard as much as 
possible. If there is still something beautiful 
blooming, of course we can leave it and just cut it 
back when the blooms end.
